Responding to questions posed by the Moderator, the panelists commented on the many prob-
lems caused by the actions of the present Administration, most of which are injurious to our
capitalist system and which place an inordinate amount of power and control at the federal
level. Mr. Busch spoke of the recent credit crisis in Dubai, caused largely by a weak U.S.
dollar and stressed the importance of consumer-directed health care. Other panelists pointed
out the inaccuracies of the mainline news media in their criticism of health-care companies,
ho in the last year realized only a 2.5% profit. Why do not we have more nuclear power
plants and why do we not drill for oil in our own country (Anwar)? These and other questions
elicited a general reaction of serious concern in regards to the over-regulation by the federal
government and what appears to be a movement toward a socialist, European model of fiscal
